All products sold at ASAL are organically grown, eco-friendly, completely natural and above all traditional items. They ensure that all their products are made following traditional methods of slow manual processing thereby eliminating use of fossil fuels and retaining the beneficial natural qualities of the product. All the products are hand made. This is a conscious decision to foster traditional craftsmanship and promote indigenous skills. 

Products at ASAL include organically grown and produced foods like cereals, all kind of pulses, spices, edible oils, jaggery & sugar, etc. There are a wide range of body care products made by ayurvedic and traditional methods.
