Sub: Invitation for Workshop on Managing Drought and Flood through Rejuvenation of Traditional Water System at Tarun Ashram

Dear Sir/Madam,

Greetings from Tarun Bharat Sangh!!

Rainwater fulfills the water need for all. However, due to mis-management of rainwater there is flood at some places and water scarcity at other places. The drought is more prominent in desert (in Gujarat and Rajasthan) and semi desert area, like Aravali mountain  range (in Rajasthan, Gujarat, Haryana and Delhi), Sahayadri mountain range (in Punjab, Haryana, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand & J & K) Bundelkhand (in M.P. & U.P.), Vidarbha (in Maharashtra), Rayalsima (in A.P.), Dharwad (in Karnataka), Vindhaychal (U.P., M.P., Chattisgarh, Rajasthan), Raichur (Maharashtra), 24-Paragana (W.B.), Western Odisha and Himalyan Foothills (Bihar & Jharkhand), whereas flood occurs recurrently in Bihar, Assam, West Bengal and Eastern U.P. If the rainwater in these semi-arid zones can be conserved through community driven decentralized water management, the country will be floods and drought free.   

This has been proved in 8,600 square kilometer area of Rajasthan by rejuvenating seven rivers through community driven decentralized rain-water management by Tarun Bharat Sangh. These are done not by following same technology and engineering in different regions, but by sense and science which can be replicated in all parts of India. It doesn’t talk about a technology but an approach. 

In countries like India there are traditional water conservation measures, like Taal, Paal and Jhal (pond, earthen bund and anicut) taken for more than 1000 years. These structures still exist but are neglected due to paradigm shift in development approach and apathy of bureaucrats and technocrats. Through different research studies it has been proved that by conserving and maintaining these traditional structures water scarcity in India can be tackled.  

In this regard, Tarun Bharat Sangh has taken initiative to rejuvenate Taal, Paal and Jhal all over India. A workshop will be conducted on 13th-14th March, 2013 at Tarun Ashram, Bhikampura-Kishori, Alwar, Rajasthan to discuss and chalk-out strategies to manage drought and floods through rejuvenation of these structures. This workshop will include field visit to areas where rivers have been rejuvenated by conserving and maintaining Taal, Paal and Jhal.
