Who was Sir Albert Howard and why his Memorial Day in Agricultural College in Indore?

Before finding answers to these questions, first we need to know that the birth of the healthy boy or girl is only possible if the womb of the mother is healthy and strong .Similarly when the womb of the Mother Earth i.e the soil, is healthy and free of all ailments, only then, the food   grains delivered by her can keep millions of people healthy and disease-free. 

Hundred years ago, our country had all those practices. The poorest of the poor farmers were able to harvest 100 percent of nutritious food with the mature cow-dung manure. This was  noticed and observed by agricultural scientist Albert Howard who was sent by the British Government to India in 1905 to train chemical farming to Indian farmers whom they viewed ignorant and Conservative/backward . But when Howard saw local farmers harvesting the high quality and more quantity yields as a result of using cow-dung manure, he was stunned and he himself started Indian agricultural practices .Holkar State gave him  300 acres of land in Indore for his experiments in 1923 where he established the Institute of Plant Industry. Having researched for 11 years, he shared with the whole world Indore method of composting, after experimenting preparing organic manure using cow urine and different types of agro-waste products. Indore Agriculture College, hence was Sir Albert Howard ‘s place of work for many years .

In the year 1934 , Howard went back to England. He passed away on 20th Oct. 1947. Those were the days  when the world was under threat of the  World War II. Howard's wife, published  his  book  “An Agricultural Testament “ in 1940 in London. Hindi translation of the same book  “Hamari Kheti Ka Wasiyatnama “ has been published in Indore in 2009. In 1945, the war had subsided. DDT was used  to kill the remains of ammunition on the forests and fields as well as insecticide ,to save the forests of Vietnam from mosquitoes. That was the beginning of the DDT and chemical farming in the whole world. For the last 70 years, the entire world is doing chemical farming that is one of the causes of diabetes, hypertension, obesity, disability as well as deadly diseases like cancer. Not only that, common man eating chemically farmed grains are also falling prey to many mental disorders/ailments like stress, stroke, irritability, anger and violence. The whole human, animal and vegetation population of this World has become more and more vulnerable. Root-cause of all this is in the “ soil “.Therefore the United Nations has declared 2015 the year of soils so that people can still save the,“ soil.”

Since maximum scientific researches were conducted by Sir Albert Howard in Indore , Dr.Vandana Shiva , an internationally known Environmentalist along with many from India and aboard are coming Indore to  give tribute on 4 October 2015 (4-6 PM) to Sir Albert Howard Memorial conference to be held in Indore at College of Agriculture followed by a cup of tea. 

There will be an organic haat 10 - 3 pm on the venue where vegetables and fruits will be sold by the organic farmers. There will also be organic food Zone and exhibition of Sustainable /Solar Technologies and indigenous seeds.Organic food demand is growing rapidly in India and abroad. So youth must adopt organic farming and agriculture by making the country proud of their   profession.
